What a week this has been. Bart and | were over in San Francisco on Monday to do a furniture
installation.....The installation was canceled, but we had meetings on Tuesday, so we had to spend the
night. While we were killing time...our son called...he was rushing his girlfriend (Christine) to the ER -
her horse had kicked her in the face. As you can imagine, we spent a lot of time on the phone with our
son so we knew how Christine was doing. We got home as quickly as we could Tuesday....caught up
on office work, then went to the hospital at 8:00 PM when our son was due to arrive there, and sat with
him while Christine was in Surgery. She ended up with a broken jaw and 6 broken teeth. They wired
her jaw shut, coated the exposed nerves in her 6 broken teeth so they wouldn't hurt and sent her home.
The teeth can't be worked on until the jaw is healed. She is doing really well now...just hungry...since all
she gets is liquids for several weeks. It was a very important lesson that the two learned, at a high
cost....They were giving her horse bute, without haltering it, he spun and clipped her in the jaw when he
bucked to get away from them. All things considered, we are lucky Christine wasn't hurt worse than she
was. It's areminderto us all....... remember when you are working with a horse...they have 1000
pounds of strength behind them, and we need to always be cautious with them.

Next weekend (Sunday 4/18) we are doing our
schooling/Instructional show to help people new to showing their Mustangs (at Silver Saddle Ranch,
Carson City, NV)....This is a fund raiser for us...so, if you are interested in showing, but need some help
getting ready to show, or want to expose your Mustang/Burro to other horses and burros, come on out
and spend the day with us.
