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Question 1: I have a question that maybe you can help me with.  I use to 

board at a lady's home and she used a "natural" worming agent.  It was 
wonderful, you mixed it with some water and grain and the horses ate it up.  
I no longer board there and the split was not on the best of terms so I 
never found out the name of the product.  I know it had some bee pollen and 
garlic in it and smelled like pasta.   

   I have heard that WormGuard Plus Super Concentrate for Horses is a great holistic approach to 
having a wormfree horse.  I haven't tried it but the more I read about it, the more I like it.  They also 
have Bee pollen on their website.  http://www.theholistichorse.com/Horses.shtml

   Get a real wormer and forget the natural product. Unless you do a fecal before and after the 
natural product is used, you will not know if it worked or not.  With ivermectin $3 and pyrantel 
pamoate <$6 from catalogs, and fecals at least $25 each, it makes no sense to spend the extra 
money, and take a chance with your horse's health. 

----------------- 

   Food grade diatomaceous earth is supposed to have a lot of good qualities and can be fed to any 
critter or person (2% of their total food intake by weight) to safely remove all parasites and make 
the feces deadly to fly larvae. 

Wholesale distributor of Wisdom of the ages products www.wisdomsways.com  Their product for 
humans is Toxiclenz they also make animal products and bug stuff.   

There are other places listed on the internet.  I got several bags of "anticaking agents" from a 
canadian outfit, but the horses won't eat it unless it's mixed with grain.  The cattle, sheep, goats 
and chicken use it if top dressed on their feed. 

These diatoms have tiny sharp edges that rip the extoskeletons of bugs and dehydrate them.  Can't 
hurt us. Takes about 90 days to become parasite free.  Should be used continous as it really gives 
the fly population no place to lay their eggs (the larve can't live in the manure as it scratches them 
to death). 

  

Do some of your own research, much to learn.  Increases hoof, hair and cartilage health in horses, 
in people it reduces cholesterol....good for dogs, cats, birds....

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Question 2: How do you get stubborn "yellow" stains off white legs and 

white tail? 

  Good old fashioned blueing.  Grandma used to use it in her laundry before all the fancy chemicals that we have 
today.  You should be able to find it with the laundry supplies in any grocery store.  Mix it in your conditioner or just in a 
bucket of water.  DON'T put it on the areas right out of the bottle!!!  You can probably find something else at the feed 
store, but this is cheaper and works just as well, if not better.  White vinegar might work, too.  Both are  good for taking 
the yellow out of synthetic white blouses, too. 

----------------- 

It's not easy. There are special "whitening" shampoos on the market that are designed for that purpose, and they are 
helpful. But even with a good whitening shampoo (usually they are purple) you will have to do a good deal of scrubbing, 
and it will likely take more than one session. I find that my horses with white legs and/or tails often need two or three 
baths to lose all those stains and become truly white again. 

----------------- 

  First off what color is your horse? what I use for my paint mare and the grey filly i have . I use oxiclean like the soap 
for clothes mix that with half and half water then scrub. Or you can try cowboy magic that works good. Kinda expensive 
though. there is this other product called purple wash I do believe. it works very well but have to scrub right on don't let 
it sit or u will have purple stains all over him/her. so I hope I helped in anyway good luck:)

   Chlorhexidine surgical scrub...Novalsan is a brand name.  Works great on gets the whites really white. Then you 
can finish off with a whitening shampoo to brighten up.  I would not use the scrub as a regular bath because it is meant 
for surgical prep, but for those times when your horse's whites have gotta be white.... 

------------------ 

   Cowboy magic works good, so does EZ All or woolite. 

------------------ 

   White on horses gets the much whiter if you wash it with soap first and then Betadine or other Povidone Iodine 
solution.  Leave it on for 10 minutes and wash away the yellow.  Use hair conditioner afterwards as it dries the tail hair. 

Which brings me to the next question show coats.  Mane and tail washes great with Orvus Paste, comb through rinse 
well and add any hair conditoner and leave it in.  When drying spray with Show Sheen and comb through again.  Keeps 
tails cleaner longer and less tangles. 
  
Whole body does best if daysheets are kept on the horses to keep the dirt from breaking the hair and getting the skin 
gritty.  Also makes grooming much faster.  Don't forget to paint the feet with farriers formula or other stuff before 
washing the horse to keep from drying out feet.  Do not paint the nail holes if your horse has shoes on.  They will soften 
and come loose faster. 
  
Braiding tails is nice for you but put it in a bag to make sure your horse can still swat those pesky flies.  Which of 
course are a whole other subject.  Don't braid the top tight or the hair will fall out.  Covering braid in cloth strips works 
well but they can whip you with the ends.

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BLM to Host Public Hearings for 2010 -2011 Utah W ild Horse Gathers  

BLM to Host Public Hearing for 2010-2011 Utah Wild Horse Gathers Salt Lake City, Utah The BLM Utah will 
host a public hearing at the West Desert District Office to discuss the use of helicopters and motorized 
vehicles in the management of wild horses and burros on Utahôs public lands. The hearing will be held on, 
June 9 at 6:30 p.m., at 2370 South 2300 West, Salt Lake City, Utah. An annual public hearing for comments 
on this issue is required by federal regulation.  The Salt Lake City hearing will be the only one held this year 
in Utah. 
 
ñUsing helicopters and other advanced equipment is crucial in our efficiency and maintaining safety in wild 
horse management,ò said Jared Redington, Salt Lake Wild Horse and Burro Facility Manager. ñWe have 
found the use of helicopters is the most humane method in gathering horses from the open range and 
remote mountain areas where they live.ò 
 
Utahôs current wild horse population is about 2,700.  Drought conditions and increased wild horse numbers 
cause limited forage and water availability, which reduces the number of animals that can be supported on 
the land.  BLM Utah gathers an average of 300-400 horses annually from public lands to help control horse 
populations. Horse populations can increase 15 to 25 percent every year. 
 
BLM and its contractors plan to start gathering excess wild horses from various herd areas across the state 
in August.  Gather locations may change due to available funding, water and forage conditions or wildfires. 
Herd areas scheduled for wild horse population reduction include:  Winter Ridge (Unitah County), Confusion 
and Conger (Millard and Juab Counties), Sulphur (Iron and Millard Counties), North Hills (Iron and 
Washington Counties), and Chokecherry and Mt.Elinor (Beaver and Iron Counties). 
 
The BLM has removed more than 14,000 wild horses and 500 burros from Utahôs  rangelands since 
government round-ups began in 1975.  More than 6,700 of these wild horses and burros have been adopted 
locally, and the remainder was sent east for adoption.  Adoptions are set for Cedar City and Spanish Fork in 
August.  Daily adoptions are ongoing at the Delta Wild Horse and Burro Facility and the Salt Lake Regional 
Wild Horse and Burro Center near Herriman. Monthly adoptions are held on the first Tuesday of each month 
June 1 through Sept. 7, at the Central Utah Correctional Facility in Gunnison.

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From Willis Lamm - on BLM  

As most of you may be aware, BLM has a bunch of new stuff on its web site.  One of these documents is a Strategy 
Development Document that includes a mechanism for public comment on specific elements of Secretary Salazar's 
Initiative. 
 
There are some issues with this document including items such as your browser having to have certain advanced 
settings turned on for the comments feature to work.  I finally got my browser configured properly and found that the 
forms themselves were about as easy to navigate as a do-it-yourself root canal. 
 
I have addressed these issues and others in a document posted to the Wild Horse War Room.  This document includes 
a link to BLM's "how to configure your browser" information.

We understand there may be a more user friendly way to post comments and I'll add that information to the page as 
soon as a better process is confirmed. 
 
Regardless as to how you submit comments, it is probably very important that advocates do comment to support their 
position on the specific questions posed to the public by BLM.  My recommendation is that no matter how frustrated 
you feel about the wild horse issue, our side will be better served if we keep our comments civil, to the point and where 
applicable, based on facts.  I would not be surprised if some folks in the other camp exploited abusive or off the wall 
comments from our side. 
 
I also have identified some items that were troubling to me with the ECRS report, basically errors and omissions.  I was 
informed that the report is not going to be corrected, to which I have sent some appropriate reply correspondence 
(complaints) up the BLM chain.  I have also composed a rebuttal in response to the items in the report that concerned 
me.  There seems to be a presumption on the part of politicians and bureaucrats that these kinds of documents are 
fundamentally accurate - at least when it serves their purposes. Accordingly I felt it necessary to attempt to get an 
alternative viewpoint on the record.

For the record I am not suggesting that Mike Harty fudged anything when preparing his report.  My main concern is that 
he isn't a horse guy, that as such he didn't understand some of the terms and context, and that his errors could be 
construed by some as facts.  
 

We clearly need to be prepared for June 14th. 
 
More to follow.  Here is more on the subject. 
 
Have any of y'all tried to used BLM's ePlanning comments wizard to make comments on the "Secretary's Initiative?"  I 
tried to use it yesterday afternoon and I'd rather be lost in a dark cave full of angry badgers.  

For example, if you follow the instructions provided on the WHB Strategy Development Document you actually restart 
the wizard and "erase" your previous comments when you proceed to the next question.  I finally figured out what was 
up with that and changed one of the steps and it started saving my work correctly...  until about an hour and 15 minutes 
later when I was getting to the last couple of questions.  BLM's server hiccupped and dumped me to a "page not found" 
error.  

I expressed my opinion about all of this to the person in charge of this "wizard" and I think she's going to need to use a 
pot holder to open the message.  

If you try to post comments, here are some tips to keep you from wasting your time.  
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1.  Start from the main http://www.blm.gov page and go directly to the "Having trouble opening the document? Click 
here." link.   Make sure your browser options are set according to BLM's information sheet or your attempt at posting 
comments will be guaranteed to be futile.  

2.  When you go to the strategy development document, follow the instructions on the right side of the screen FOR 
THE FIRST QUESTION ONLY!!!  The steps are a little weird but they work and the wizard will start your form.  Once 
you have highlighted the question and clicked on "Copy Selected Content" the wizard will automatically enter 
information in the first two boxes.  

3.  There is an unexplained field called "Comment Title."  You can just put in a couple of keywords to describe what 
your comment refers to.  

4.  Enter your comments.  

Now things get tricky.  

4a.  Spell check doesn't work.  You'll produce an error if you try it.  

4b.  "Save Submission" buttons will dump you out on the street.  

4c.  Just click "Add Comment."  The wizard will then indicate that it is saving your comments, then return a new 
comment window with all of the fields once again blank.  There will also be a little chart started at the bottom of the 
window so you can keep track of the comments that have been safely stored.  

At this point you have to go back to the strategy development document for the next question.  On a PC with a wide 
enough screen, I found it easiest to make the window sizes for the strategy development document and for the wizard 
smaller than full screen width. Then I dragged the development document to the left and the wizard to the right.  That 
way I could see a portion of both windows and tap down on each window with the mouse when I needed to go back 
and forth.  

Here's where you crash the thing if you follow the directions.  

The instructions tell you to repeat the steps that you used for the first question for each successive question.  If you do 
that you will restart the wizard each time and you will lose the information you previously entered.  So here's what you 
really need to do.  

1.  Highlight the next question as instructed.  

2.  Then go directly back over to the wizard and click "Copy Selected Content."  

The wizard will continue to add your new comments to your previous comments.  If the server doesn't crash before you 
are done, the wizard will save all your comments.  

When you finish the last question, click "NEXT" and you'll go to the next step that involves providing your name and 
address.  Then you can review the information and you can see if the wizard saved all your comments (listed in a 
scrolling box.)  Supposedly there is a way to go back and add missing comments, but I didn't get that far.  

Actually the wizard isn't that bad once you get past the second or third question and you get used to how it works.  

If you encounter other problems or if any of the tips I describe don't work, please let me know.  

Hopefully BLM will fix their instructions and the buttons that don't work.  Until then perhaps these tips will save you 
some frustration.

 (AND, Mom to many, (MANY) Horses and Dogs that might not otherwise be alive today.  A wife who recently had 
to hold down the fort while her Air National Guard Husband served several months in Afghanistan.  AND, we also 
roped her into being one of the "Few, Privileged, and Very Overworked", Board Members for Western States Wild 
Horse and Burro Expo) 

Like many young girls, Leah loved horses early on.  She combined her two loves; horses and photography at the very 
young age of 12.  She used an old 110 camera, and would photo shoot her model horses with different backgrounds.  

Now, of course, for this article, we are focusing on Mustangs, so we are going to lean towards her love of Mustangs.  
Leah's first images of Mustangs were those lingering in corrals, waiting to be adopted.  Through her time observing 
Mustangs in the wild, she came to appreciate their spirit and strength.  Leah feels that a MustangΩs true beauty and 
wildness can only be observed in its purest form on the range.  

When asked what her favorite moment was that she captured in pictures, she replied, "My favorite moment  was 
during one of my trips to the Wild Horse Sanctuary in Northern California.  In late summer of last year, my friends and 
I came across a herd with some foals.  This one buckskin pinto mare had a gorgeous little bay pinto colt that had been 
napping under the trees.  When he got up and started moving off with mom he got a little spunky and started bucking 
and making little nickering noises.  I got a neat series of him jumping high in the air and coming down with mom 
walking away in the background.  It was as if he was showing off for me. "          

Mustang owners often hear that Mustangs are "crazy, un-trainable, scrawny," etc.  Leah feels that Mustangs are so 
undeserving of such comments.  She KNOWS firsthand, that they are hardy, intelligent, and can excel at any event 
with the right training.  She also feels that due to a MustangΩs nature, the bond they share with their owner/trainer is 
stronger than that of a domestic horse.  

Since Leah photographs both domestic horses and Mustangs, we asked if she ever got attached to the horses she has 
photographed, and what she thought the difference was between photographing the two different groups of horses.  
Leah replied, "You form a sort of relationship with the Mustangs that you frequently photograph.  You see them

They can actually be more 
difficult to photograph than Mustangs in the wild as they want to be with you and all you get is their muzzle in the 
frame."  

Leah's photography includes Mustangs in the wild, wildlife, landscapes, and since 2006 she has specialized in equine 
related images.  She offers her professional services to capture equine events, or portraits of people and their horses.  

Although Leah  is a photographer, whose work you WANT to see,  unfortunately you will not see her work at the WS 
Wild Horse and Burro Expo (August 20-22, 2010 at the Reno Livestock Events Center) .  You WILL see her either on her 
palomino Mustang, Lakota, or doing one of many, many behind the scene jobs that need to be done to keep the Expo 
running smoothly.
