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Question 1: Does anyone know anything about the pros/cons of horse eye tattooing for horses with
pink skin? Also, anyone who does horse eye tattooing?

How about a good fly mask with UV protection?

Yes, Itis very good. Its not traumatic to the horse at all. We have a very white Paint that has had both
his eyes tattooed ( blue ) no issues when done nor any repercussions and he is turning 7 now, He
experiences no sun burning around his eyelids and per our vet who helped with the procedure he has
seen it prevent the usual growths in past experiences of his. It was done by his previous owner who is
a professional makeup tattoo applicator, she had him tranquilized then did it in about a hour. Photos

| wanted to answer one of your questions for the newsletter. The one about tattoos for horses eyes. |
have never done it but Tyler Brady my Vet says it is a good thing for pink skin horses. | have a friend
who owns Hooligans a tattoo place here in Carson that does the tattoos for human and for

horses. Tyler Brady would recommend Sean for the tattoos.
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Question 2: My mustang has developed ridges on his hooves. The trimmer says his feet are still hard
as rocks and he should never need shoes, but | am concerned about the ridges. What are they from,
will they go away and will they cause problems with his feet later on? The ridges go from side to side
not up and down.

The ridges are just reflections of changes in his diet and environment ... Kind of like rings in a tree
trunk.

Our horse exhibited rings on his hooves months after an illness where he ran a high fever for
several days. As he recovered and got new hoof growth, the fever rings became apparent and showed
how the fever and the illness had additionally impacted the normal growth of his hooves. As his
hooves grew out he had no problem with the rings. It was a reminder though of how long ago he had
been sick based on the typical time it take to grow the hoof. Some people have similar dents/rings or
malformations on their finger and toe nails after an injury or illness too. This may not be the same
reason for the rings on your horses hooves, but | found little on the internet about fever rings on hooves
so | wanted to share this with you.

I'm no farrier here, but the ridges are from significant changes in your horse's care, like a feed
change or something like that. If your horse went suddenly from eating sage and juniper to straight
alfalfa (like when he was captured) that would show up as a ridge. Then when you get him and change
his food again, another ridge. They grow from the top down, so yes, they will go away as the hoof
grows out. It takes about a year to grow a whole new hoof. If wild horses have a particularly tough
winter, their hooves will grow a ridge when the feed comes on. Typically, they are no cause for
concern, just a marker of history. If | were looking to buy a horse, |1 would notice and ask about a ridge
on the hoof. "Did the horse go thru some change a few months ago?" | would be cautious to buy a
horse whose hooves had many ridges, which could indicate illness or starvation or many rapid changes
in his environment.

| am a Certified Natural Hoof Care Professional. No, your horse does not need shoes, and | would
truly hope you never put a pair on him. If the ridges look like rings around the hoof, they are distress Q
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rings. These occur whenever your horse has some metabolic issue or injury. If they are on all 4 feet it



is metabolic, if only one or two hooves, it is injury or impact. The rings will show up to mark occasions
such as vaccinations, worming, intestinal issues (I hate the word colic to describe a mild stomach ache
or gas). Could have been something he is eating (too much grain, starch, sugar or green grass). If
there are many rings then | would look to the diet for the problem. The hooves are telling you the diet
is causing the horse distress. During times of distress the laminae experience a disruption of blood
flow and the hoof becomes inflamed (mild laminitis you may not notice, especially if it is chronic). This
inflammation pushes out on the hoof wall at the coronary band and causes the ring. If there are only a
few ridges (rings) and they are spaced a part, then try to figure out when they occurred, the hoof grows
approximately 3/8" per month, and think of what may have happened at that time. Any chemicals
ingested? Yes, vaccines and wormers are chemicals, so are bute and other medications. If you send
a photo, | can tell you more. layzd@live.com.

Ridges on the hooves indicate mild founder/laminitis episodes, either from too rich of food or an
illness. The inside of the hoof will swell and the hard horn part does not stretch, cutting off the
circulation to the hoof. When the swelling subsides it leaves a mark. If your horses has several of
these rings | would re-assess your feed program, cut the carbs and heavy protein or limit time on fresh
lush pasture and dry lot the horse. Many a Mustang does not do well on domestic hay with a protein
content of anywhere from 12 - 28% protein. Most mustangs will thrive on less than 12%.

I'm wondering why your farrier didn't tell you about the founder? Makes me think that they don't
know what they are doing. There are a couple of websites for farriers and owners, can't think of the
name off the top of my head. You can ask a "professional” farrier questions and also read articles and
view photos, run a search on laminitis and it should pop up.

Ridges can be caused from changes in diet, health issues, stress, etc., just like changes in human's
fingernails. You can see on ours when the spring grasses come in and in the winter, when we have
switched to hay...all in hoof ridges.

Sounds like growth rings. Was his diet changed considerably for some reason? New type of food.
Alfalfa vs. straight grass? High supplements being added. That is the usual cause | would suggest
having the Vet look at if it seems to be a problem, if not watch the hoofs over the next 3 months with no
feed changes and see if they start growing smooth again..

Usually ridges on hooves are caused by quick changes in diet or a fever or even sometimes
foundering.
