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Question 1: Question to parents: Did your pre-teen or teenage child lose interest
in riding and horse maintenance as other interests (school, athletics, friends, etc.)
came into play? If so, what did you do to re-focus back into the saddle, or what
decisions did you come to as a family?

My son, practically born in the saddle, lost interest in horses at age 13. | attribute this in
part to the lack of respect from older horsepeople. When he and his buddy would go riding (12
and 14 year old boys with the 12 year old having 1000 trail miles), the older folks would treat
them as if they were stupid, crazy kids. Yelling at them for galloping on the trails where we'd
been galloping for years......
Both boys were respectful of other peoples limitations with their mounts. Our horses were
great, lots of riding in places we never saw anyone else.
| trusted my son (the same kid who would stop on his bike when horses were near as not to
spook them with the flag on the bike at age 5). Sadly other people did not. We lived in an
equestrian community with folks that rode in arenas or walked out on trail for 15 minutes and
called that a trail ride. If we had been on the ranch that we have now, | don't think he would
have turned away from riding. He did get into other sports and still likes the peace and quiet of
the outdoors with animals. He loves rock climbing. Now at age 25 he knows he can go saddle
up a mount and go for a ride when he's home. | know | have given him a great foundation for a
lifelong love and interaction with horses. | did not force this on him. Well, maybe the first pony
at three month old :)
Since | was widowed when my son was a baby, | had to make my horse time work with my son.
We had a double bareback pad with pockets for his bottle made and went riding every day from
age 2 on. He would nap on the back of the horse, had his own reins (leadrope tied around
horses neck) and wore his helmet sitting in front of me with his little sleepy head resting in the
crook of my elbow. When he got so big that his helmet hit my teeth at a canter, he adopted his
own horse at age 5. Many happy trail hours with two horses, two people and two dogs was a
nice way to raise a true gentleman who has immense appreciation for the beauty of nature and
a real love for animals.
That is a really long winded way of saying, let your children be guided by you, make riding and
horses fun, respect their wishes to learn new things and be involved in what interests them. If
you have to give up showing, like | did, it's worth it to have a happy kid. You won't believe how
fast they grow up and move away. Then you will have loads of time to do the things you want.

| think this is very common - perhaps even universal. If you look around, you will notice that
the majority of your adult horsie friends were into horses as kids, gave them up at some point in
their teens, and are now back into to it. Of course there are lots of folks who never do get back
into it.

How you handle the situation is entirely individual, and "your results may vary." A few questions
to ask yourself and your teen might include: Why do you assume horseback riding is better for
the child at this stage in his or her development than socializing with friends, school activities, or
team sports? It may be and then again it may not be for this exact stage in your child's
development. Does the child actually wish to drop out of horses entirely, or just to scale back in
order to try out different things and develop other parts of himself/herself? A frank, but calm and
open discussion of time prioroties, of the dangers of over-scheduling, of the pitfalls of discarding
horses for certainother activities, the risks involved, etc., might be enlightening for both of you,
and could result in a renewed commitment to horses - or not. An awful lot of horses are sold
during this time, when the parent no longer wishes to support an animal that the child no longer
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uses regularly. It is also extremely common to see Internet posts from people in their twenties
who are feeling deep pangs and wanting desperately to find out what happened to the horses
they or their parents sold when they lost interest as teens. In part this is a fincancial decision.
But don't make it a punitive one.

If you think your child is getting into risky stuff, and that keeping the interest in horses is crucial
to keeping him or her out of trouble, there is nothing wrong with simply exerting your parental
authority and telling them so - and sticking to it. If indeed that is the true situation, you may get
a fight now but the child may thank you for it later.

I wish | could tell you that if you just do this, this, and that, your teen will go back to being the
lovely child he or she was a few years ago, but | can't. Parenting teens is difficult at best, and
there really isn't an "Operating Instructions Manual."

I myself was absolutely horse crazy but did drift away from horses as a teenager when |
had a serious non-horsy boyfriend and then went away to college after high school. | put myself
through college and was unable to afford to bring my horse with me. | eventually got back into
horses but regret being away for those years as it made it much more difficult to be as good as |
used to be i | lost ability and it is hard to regain when you are older. | see girls at the barn
where by daughter now rides lose interest and drift away as well. If and when this happens to
my daughter (she is only 11 now) | will not try to get her to ride but | will support anything she
does with horses and help her to be able to ride when she goes to college. | have seen parents
try to get their kids to keep riding and it turns the rebellious teenager away from horses even
more. | plan to just ride myself, with friends and family, and show, by example the commitment
to riding and caring for horses. Most of my friends who rode as kids did drift away at some point
but got back into it as adults.

Teenagers don't know what they want, but will fight to the death for their right to it. My
daughter had been rodeo queen, and an all around excellent rider/horse person, until she hit 16,
then everything went to pot. | Made her do the minimum, just to keep her involved. She is now
23 and riding with the hunt.

Our son didn't start riding until he was 13. He figured out real quick...there are LOTS of girls at
horse shows...so, he does some showing at Mustang Shows...partly because he enjoys working
with his horse, and I'm sure part of it has to do with all the girls at shows! LOL He is busy with
college, but still rides...not as much...but time is limited. | think a love of horses runs very deep.
So, even if life gets in the way, I've seen many young adults yearn for days with a horse...and
when money allows, they get back into horses.
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Question 2: My horse is 15.2 and he has a very short back, | had to have a blanket
cut down to fit him. | finally found an Arab saddle with rounded skirts that would
accommodate his short back. | have heard this is common with Mustangs can
anyone explain it?

Yes, Arabs and mustangs are both Old world horses, usually with less vertebrae
then current western breeds.

It depends entirely on their genetic heritage. The ones with more Spanish or Arab in
them tend to be shorter backed. There are plenty longer backed ones and some who
are even too long-backed (by my standards anyway). A shorter back is stronger, but a
longer back is more comfotable to ride - all other things being equal (which they never
are) like shoulders, hock angulation, pasterns, etc. Just individual differences, no biggie.

| always looked at a short back as a good thing. Short backed horses can bear more
weight.

Arabian, Spanish Barbs, American Mustangs as well as a few other breeds are all cut
from the same genetic cloth. All these horses have in common one less vertabre than
most other types of horses who's genetics have been manipulated by man. Therefore,
their backs a slightly shorter and more compact.

Many mustangs come from Spanish blood lines. Many Iberian horses (Spanish
peninsula) have Arabian backgrounds if you go back hundreds of years. Both the
Iberian horse and the Arabian horse are ancient breeds. My Andalusian (lberian) is a
big horse, 16 hands and baroque in build. However he is close coupled, meaning large
round wither, large round butt and small back in between. The short back is a stronger
back, but hard to saddle fit with traditional western saddles. Look for an Arab tree which
is slightly narrow in the front with more flare to the tree to accommodate the big
movement of the shoulder and wider in the back for the flat loin area. Endurance
saddles and barrel saddles with little or no skirt are also good. Your Mustang's short
back is a good conformation feature. Be happy he has it and do your best to
accommodate it with a good saddle.
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Question 3: Charlie, formerly Dealer, was from Devil's Garden, Alturas which is
about 70 miles as the crow flies from where I live. Charlie wants to head in that
direction ALL the time and if we lope in that direction he will even try and run off.
He is doing great in other directions and will lope quietly. Devils Garden is South
and East of here and he will always pull to go that direction. Is this common if
they are too close to their home territory? Any ideas on how to get him over this?
| always work him in the direction he thinks he wants to go and make his life easy
when we are going the other way, but it is not helping yet.

He will for the rest of his life. Mustangs and all horses are very aware of their
current location and where their home is. The always want to be in their territory, He is
trying to get back home is all.

Wow, that is fascinating! | have no idea, but wouldn't put it past him that maybe he
knows where he came from. Regardless, | think you are handling it right and with time
he will come to see your place as home more than Devil's Garden...

You are working the horse exactly opposite of what he needs. Be tough on him in
the direction that he doesn't want to go. Never let him run in the direction that he wants
to, until he quits napping with you.
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Stomach Virus or Colic?

A friend here in the Reno area sent this to me: | have
known 2 horses in the last month that have gotten severe colic. They
completely stop eating and they have a raised temp. The mare | helped
nurse, showed all the standard colic signs. She did not eat anything for 48
hours. My friends horse stopped drinking. One horse is in Golden Valley
the other in Spanish Springs. Neither had been out of their barns. Two
different vets helped these horses they both said it may be a virus.
Banamine was given to both horses for 5-7 days and both horses are doing

well. | wanted to let people know there seems to be a stomach virus going
around
