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Question 1: My horse hasn't had ticks like the rest of the horses in pasture. So
far, I've only found one for the year. There has been alot of rain and | haven't
used fly spray, so it's not that. | was wondering if anyone has had any
experience with diet changing how pests affect horses? Sort of like how taking
B vitamins for people can help repel mosquitoes. My horse loves licorice and
gets that as a treat. It's the only real difference between his feed and the other
horses in pasture.

Licorice or at least the better quality of Licorice has ANISE in it. Anise is a natural bug repellent.
considering how | gag when | taste it it may be that residual chemicals in the anise of the licorice is
in your horses blood and the ticks don't like it. You might check with UC Davis of Cal Poly ( either
one ) to see if they have ever tested or have any information regarding that. You may just be lucky
on the one horse so far as well though.

What kind of wormer are you using? Ivermectin Kills ticks. What kind of licorice are you feeding?
Ground up licorice root powder or the gummy candy kind? | would like to try it. Does it help with
flies?

| always take extra B vitamins and | am still a bug magnet, especially mosquitoes and sweat
bees. Some people just have a different body chemistry that attracts them. Some of my horses
draw flies seriously and some just average. | think that it is very likely that your one horse just
does not send out the same chemical scent; but honestly, ticks are relentless creatures, crawl right
over bug spray to find an area untreated to latch on and it is probable that your horse just didn't
move in areas where ticks were lying in wait. If there is any evidence that licorice works as a
repellant, | am buying it for me to eat.

Diet has a lot to do weather a horse has ticks, fleas, and flyies. | had a welch pony that used to
drink the sour milk from the pigs trough and he never cought a cold or anything else like the other
horses. So to answer your question diet has a lot to do with weather the ticks like the taste of his
skin or blood and the same with flies. if there is noting in the poop that attracts the flies they will not
come.
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Question 2: What are peoples thoughts about using weed killer in a horse arena?
The arena is only used for riding. Even though we disc it, they keep coming back,
and they are weeds such as: starthistle, goatheads and numerous other types.

Herbicides even though the thought is scary to us really are not harmful to mammals. Per my
son who is a MS in biology farm science and specializes in fertilizers and herbicides we could drink
a full glass of Torgon and would not even feel any after effect other then the horrible taste, | don't
know if | want to try it but he has been doing this and studying this for long enough that | do believe
him. He states that even if there is a consideration if you let the product sit for 24 hours then there
will be no chance of any contamination to the animals.

| would NOT use a weed killer in the arena. Maybe if you cut of the seed heads before you till,
you wouldnét have so many fbabieso? Or yodand oul d
before they go to seed.

We called a couple of manufacturers of weed killer that we wanted to use to knock out a nasty
vine called cat briar. It has wicked hooked thorns like a cat's claw. They said that the horses
can't graze on that pasture at all after it is used until the next season. So | see no problem using it
in an arena as long as you never feed hay in there.

| 6m not bi g olfryouwanéetthe larea sét eut for a year, try this: In early spring, or
fall till and plant buckwheat, fairly thickly. As soon as it blooms, till it under and replant, when It
blooms again, till under and replant a third time., till under again whenitb | ooms, dondot | e
buckwheat go to seed. . This should get rid of all the resident junk, and leave the area fairly weed
free for some time. You will probably still have to work it fairly regularly to keep down any new
weeds that might blow into the area.

| suggest you either call the manufacturer of the product you want to use or your local poison
control office. People who grow hay may also be able to answer your question.

| am not an advocate of weed killers as they can pollute our wells if not used properly, however,
if you must use, | would suggest Pre-emerge otherwise known as Preem. There may be other
names for this type of weed killer but this is to be used in early spring before the weeds start to
sprout. It works on the seeds before they grow and is best to use after the last of the
larger snowfall - (late February?) has started to melt so that it gets down in the ground and can LQ
begin to do it's dirty deed. If you have missed the season for this, as | have, then use a weed =
o



whacker (an extremely good workout) or a hula hoe or drag your arena. | am told that using a Pre-
emergent will last up to three years so | will be utilizing this next year.

Round Up has a new version that will sterilize the soil for about a year. Should not be toxic or
absorbed thru the hoof, though you should read the label about how long before you let animals on
to the ground once it is applied. Takes about 2 week for everything to completely die, but you
should be able to use the arena while the weeds are dying. Then disc it and rake the dead stuff off
and you will have clear ground for a year or more.

My husband uses week Killer in our arena every year. we just lock the horses out of the arena
until the weeds have died. as long as you are careful to keep the horses out of the area till the
weeds have died it is not going to harm the horses or any animal on your farm.
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Equine Insurance, something | HIGHLY recommend to every horse owner. | personally have used

my insurance before and my horse wouldndot be her
in the wrong spot and so we pulled out the nail. Well sand or dirt got up into the nail hole. We had

no idea and when | had a vet out she misdiagnose
able to be ridden. A couple weeks went past and

up and was leaning against the walls for support. We were able to get him in a trailer and off to the
hospital.

They diagnosed him with an abscess that got so bad the infection went into his bone and he

developed osteomylitis, which is a horrible bone infection. He was in the hospital for 3 weeks,

receiving IV and oral meds daily. The insurance covered EVERYTHING, from x-rays, bone scans,
medications, hospital stay and so much more. The total bill was just shy of $10,000. There was no

way | could have afforded something like that, Geronimo would have had to be put down but thanks

to insurance he is still alive. For the small pr
insurance companies start at $250 a year, but please look into the different options when it comes

to major medical and mortality.

My new Mustang, Cowboy, has insurance because you just never know what might happen. |
strongly suggest all horse owners to consider health insurance. If you want your horse to be with
you for a long time, please consider insurance.

My aunt has used her equine insurance multiple times. Her thoroughbred fractured his leg and now
has pins in it. He also cut his hip on a nail sticking out in the arena and it was a 13 inch gash which
again was covered by the insurance.

| hope that this has at least sparked the thought of equine insurance to horse owners out there.

| feel for the peace of mind it is beneficial to have Equine insurance. Even if it is just to cover
major medical, which only costs about $200-$300 per year. Last March | lost a horse due to a
freak abcess near her liver. She was a rescue horse that | never thought | was so attached to until
| was put in the position to try and save her life. 15K later and no insurance made me reconsider
which horses to insure and for how much. If I'd had just major medical coverage on her | still
wouldn't have my friend but | also wouldn't still be paying off the vet/hospital bill 14 months later. |
use Great American Insurance Group and have been pleased with the level of service and the
ease of insuring some of my more expensive horses for mortality/loss of use along with major
medical.
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We have equine insurance through AEIG (the policy is backed by Travelers Insurance) for
mortality, liability and major medical. The company paid on the medical without any problem, luckily

we haven't had a claim for mortality or liability. There are plenty of exclusions on the medical, so
read those before you buy into the policy. Ours covers emergency colic surgery, xrays and
treatment for injuries, reasonable costs for transport to medical facility, and lab work that isn't for
maintenance reasons. It costs about $250 per year.

| have insurance and wouldn't be without it. If | am faced with a medical emergency for my
horse, | don't also have to face a financial emergency. It lets me make the best possible decision
for my horse. I've had it ever since | watched a friend have to put a horse down because she
couldn't afford the 7K colic surgery. | don't want to be in that position. [I've found the insurance
companies have paid quite quickly when I've actually had to use the insurance. The insurance
company | use is Great American. The trick I've found is to find a good agent. The value of your
horse if you add in training costs. | keep track of those and file an update every couple of years.
The added training costs increase the overall value of the horse, which is part of the insurance.

| used to have two horses insured. | stopped when | made the decision to end the vaccinating of
my horses, which makes them uninsurable, apparently.
| do not like such forced compliance with a vacc program after having nearly lost a mustang due to
a vaccination.

| have mortality and medical Insurance on all of my horses. It helps when there is an
emergency and helps pay the bill | also have Liability insurance which covers anyone that gets
kicked by your horse. | am covered thru Equine Insurance Company, they seek out the coverage
and offer you a price to fit what you are needing.
