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Question 1:  What do you put in your first aid kits (For horses and
humans) ?

Our three horses were recently attacked by a mountain lion (we think) and two items we have been
using on the wounds are Gall Salve and Super H Antiseptic Powder, both by Bickmore, and the healing is
remarkable.

Our Mounted Assistance Unit reviewed many first-aid kit content lists and came up with a list of items
that fit into 4-quart sized ziplocks and those ziplocks fit into a pommel bag with room to spare for a water
bottle and granola bar!

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My best friend gave me a wide mouth tool bag packed with plastic containers and with everything
labeled. It was the most appreciated gift | have ever received. The only thing | added was some flunixin
(or bute or banamine) and syringes, horse aspirin, rx eye ointment for horses and a separate treatment
kit for poisonous spider bites. | take the whole bag with us on trips, down to the barn as needed, and
leave it in a closet for the house.

Here is the lengthy list: Alcohol, mineral oil, 6' piece of rope. compass and whistle, cotton squares, band
aids, cloth tape, waterproof tape, duct tape (in small individual wrapped pieces), styptic stick, gauze roll,
gauze squares, betadine wipes, epsom salts, sun block, safety pins, ear plugs, aspirin, tylenol, Motrin,
vaseline, afterbite, alcohol swabs, bio freeze, artificial tears, saline solution, hydrocotisone cream,
antibiotic ointment, hand lotion, bag balm, scissors, thermometer, splinter kit, hand sanitizer, wash cloth,
witch hazel, q tips, saran wrap, Corona ointment, vitamin E liquid, emergency poncho, foil emergency
blanket, latex and rubber gloves, cotton balls, stethoscope, co-flex bandage rolls, flashlight, instant cold
pack, absorbine jr., iodine solution, small ball of twine, hydrogen peroxide, bactine wipes, Many of these
items are things that she split and put in small containers so that there is a little of everything. There is
also a horse body score chart, a complete typed list of everything in the bag and which plastic box it is in
labeled by numbers, and a brochure from John Lyon's Perfect Horse called "Daily Check and Vital Signs".

You see why she is such a good friend.

In my prior job, | had first responder training and some other items | added: a mask to do CPR and an
airway Kit.

Vet wrap, lots of it, sanitary pads for non stick bandage pads, Farnam 3 way ointment, Powdered bute
in 1 gram capsules ( you can get gelatin capsules from just about any pharmacy store, fly mask soft trail
one made by Cashal, Powdered blood stop, a accurate 22 long rifle revolver ( Smith & Wesson 517 )with
printed instructions on how to place it in case its your only remaining humane option. AND a big dose of
"Don't ever and | mean ever let your horse get hurt on the trail", you can get hurt all you want but make
sure he/she doesn't. they can carry you out, you on the other hand cannot carry them out. Be reasonable
when tralil riding, if it looks like something that a motorcycle should do then get a motorcycle to do
it. otherwise take the long boring non show off route.

Home kit, Get a used old refrigerator, leave it unplugged in a area that doesn't freeze and stock it with
everything possible. Most of it you will only have to buy once and it will take time and money to fill but
there is nothing like having absolutely anything and everything you can think of when you need it right
now.

TRAILER FIRST AID KIT

You never know what you'll encounter when you trailer out, and you shogddaiit unprepared. Here's what we've

found to be a practical first aid kit to carry in our horse trailers (in addition to the standard "automobile" first aid
in the pickup). It all fits nicely in a standard tackle box.

Question 2: My Mustang is a very itchy horse. | can't even think of riding him until
he has shed out or he will try to rub on every tree. That is really hard on legs and
saddle. Even aft  er he has shed | still have to give him a bath before | can ride him. It
is getting worse every year. Have tried minerals, flax, oil and other dietary things.
This year | even tried antihistamines even though he has no allergy symptoms. He
was worse. | was reading that itchiness in horses is hereditary. My boy is from the
Oregon, Warm Springs HMA. Does anyone out there have a mustang from that area
with this problem? Any suggestions to help him?

My mustang did not come from the same area as yours but for the 7 years I've had her she has had an itchy
tail. No matter how much | cleaned her or wormed her or added canola or corn oil gave her relief! | recently put my
horse on Dr. Dan's Weight Check Qil to help her lose weight. http://www.thenaturalvet.net/cqi-
bin/genesis.exe/st prod.html?p prodid=311&p catid=1&sid=30BJcg2TC20FDAC-26110092370.4c Well, before |
added the oil her coat, mane and tail were dull and rough. After a month of 1oz/day, she has stopped rubbing her
tail, no more scurf, her coat is so shiny & smooth | can't believe it and her mane and tail are shiny from the inside
out. There's no more rats when | brush them out. Note: my mustang is an easy keeper. Dr. Dan told me if your
horse needs weight, just up the daily dose to 3-4o0z/day. Unfortunately, | found that to be true because when |
added it to her psyllium, she packed on 25 Ibs in 2 weeks. It came off when | reduced the amount. Dr. Dan's
products are pricy, but | have a new, sleek, no longer lethargic horse that has new muscle definition. But I'm most
happy that she has no more itchy tail and rubs it off. (I also use his Red-Cal with added mag, and the multivitamin
Just Add Oats that | put on her oat hay pellets.)

I have a warmblood that gets hives and itches in the spring when fed alfalfa, so we try to keep him on grass
forage. Sometimes he breaks out from mosquito bites too. Azium is what the vet gives him to get over the itchy
times. We also use Equiss shampoo for itchy horses (works on dogs too). It's awful to see a horse so very itchy
that he spends his days finding things to rub his body on.

It might be worth trying a product made by EQYSS: Permier Marigold. It moisturizes the skin and coat. Our
feed stores gives away samples.

Interesting, | just saved a mustang from the local killer auction, he is from the Calico HMA originally and just
turned 18 years old last month. He seems to be doing the same thing, to a point, he has rubbed most of the hair of
the sides of his face in the last 3 weeks now. | have never in all my years had a horse that seems as itchy as he is.

My mustang is from the Jackson Peaks in NV. When he gets hot and sweats, he gets very itchy also and will
try to walk into a big bush or small tree with me on him. I'm always careful to keep him in the middle of the trail to
avoid getting stuck. | also carry a couple of bottles of water just for him to pour over his neck and shoulders to help
cool him down. This seems to help him. They say that the itch is caused by a midge that bites them. | hope to try a
fly sheet this summer to see if that helps. %

On the down side, my girlfriend had a horse that became so itchy that he would just drop to roll and get the itch. @
Steroids helped him but they are not healthy to give. Especially long term. Unfortunatley, he became too
dangerous to ride because of this.
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Question 3: | have a mustang that before we got her had really bad ulce r

and was anemic. We got her and she became anemic again. She is on
Red Cell and hasn't had any more episodes of anemia. My question is she

has been getting these little white round spots they are ra ndom not just
in one spot or another. | was wondering if anyone else has had this

happen to their horse? The spots are not very big.

These look like Birdcatcher spots. Years ago they were thought to be caused by a deficiency of
copper and it was suggested that a copper pipe or pennies be dropped into the water trough. Now it is
believed they are a hereditary coloration (like a dapple gray turning white) and are named from the
racehorse that was noted to have had them. We had one gh who had them. Nothing to worry about.

These are called "Birdcatcher Spots” - named after an early Thoroughbred stud (1800's) who was the
first to be be documented to have them. They are not a health problem, may or may not be genetic - no
one knows. Since they cause no harm, they are not a research priority. Sometimes one or two will
suddenly appear, sometimes they will start popping up all over the place - Sometimes they go away on
their own, other times they are permanent. Interesting, but not to worry...

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Prison Mustang Adoption 5/29/10 Written by Willis Lamm

We were holding our breath in regards to the May 29th adoption in Carson City. We had a week of unseasonable snow and on
Friday the highways over the mountain passes were a mess with more snow forecast Friday night. However the storm moved
south, CalTrans got the highways in great shape and there was a pretty good turnout for the adoption.

Hank Curry and his inmate trainers did their usual stellar job.
The expanded offering of 18 horses were all adopted.
Top horse went for $2,700.00.

A few horses went in the low hundreds, but the adoption needs to have a few "bargains” to keep the locals interested. Besides
even the placement of a $400.00 horse will save BLM money over the long term. Plus our observations still hold that many
adopters who have a good experience with a prison trained horse eventually come back for another one or for an ungentled or
halter started horse.

This adoption also generated interest in August's Western States Wild Horse and Burro Expo where it looks like there will be
ten prison horses offered plus the "orphan foals" that the local non profits are caring for. (Last LRTC took Virginia Range
orphans and placed them all. This year we hope to repeat with the BLM orphans.) We're going to use the interest in the
orphans, among other things, to stimulate interest in all the horses being offered.

I had a good chat with Mark Struble. Mark bought some radio ads for this adoption and they seemed to "remind" people of the
adoption and | think they had a positive impact. About half the people present had heard the ads. Mark is going to profile the
adopters based on the event's adoption records, and use that information to help focus future advertising campaigns. This
approach makes sense since there seem to be areas in California from where adopters come who bid some serious

money. Ironically one of these areas is near Ridgecrest, but clearly the prison training program has a good reputation that
could be expanded upon.
