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RULES AND REGULATIONS
Ribbons and points to be awarded for 1% to 6th place.
All 2 gait and 3 gait classes are Breed specific with 2 gait classes either gaiting to breed-specific or
walk/trot, 3 gait classes are breed specific or walk/trot/canter/lope
Long pants. riding type boots. and collared shirt are required. No sandals, tennis shoes or T-shirts to
be worn. Breed specific attire to be wom if desired.
Proper Class and /or breed specific tack and attire to be wom by exhibitors. Wearing a helmet in the
show classes is optional and will NOT be penalized. _All vouth in classes 24-27 are required to wear
a helmet.
No classes may be added at the gate. To add a class it must be registered and paid at least two classes
in advance.
No one under the age of 18 is allowed to show a stallion
All other rules and regulations will be at the judge’s discretion and based off of breed specific
regulations. The judge’s decision is final.
Ride-A-Buck class will be jackpotted. Please bring your own dollar bill. Winner takes all!!!!
Equitation 1s judged 80% Rider and 20% horse.
Pleasure classes are judged 80% horse, 20% rider.
Announcer must be notified of any gate holds in advance. Gate holds will be limited to S minutes.
All exhibitors should be ready in the holding area one class prior. Once the gate is closed. class will
begin to be judged and no further exhibitors will be allowed.
Overall High Point Grand and Reserve Champions will be awarded at the end of the show.
Novice classes for horse or rider who has not received more than 3 blue ribbons. Rider may not cross
register in youth/adult pleasure classes.
High point will be awarded on a sliding 6 point scale according to class size.
NNGHC members who volunteer to work will receive S10 credit towards entry.
